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NIMAS Technical Specification v1.1 Requirements Relevant to File Validation

General requirements related to correct XML, &c.—these items are required by default

Note:  This general list is not meant to be comprehensive; it includes basic requirements not explicitly stated in the NIMAS yet unavoidably necessary, as well as several items addressing errors known to NIMAS tech support, the NIMAC, or both.

· XML elements must be structured correctly (example: <level3>...</level3> always within <level2>)

· XML tags must be complete

· Required attributes must be included (example: render=“required” or render=“optional” in <sidebar>)

· All references, such as those with images, notes, anchors, etc., must be complete, accurate, and must match items to which they refer

· XML source file must contain a correct declaration

· Related elements must be employed properly (example: note, noteref, annoref, imggroup, img, caption)—NOTE:  this not enforced by DTD validation
· Content must be present in each non-empty XML element—no blanks, lorem ipsum filler, etc.—NOTE: this may not be enforced by DTD validation
NIMAS-specific requirements

· NIMAS-conformant XML content file, a package file (OPF), a PDF-format copy of the title page (or whichever page(s) contain(s) ISBN and copyright information) is required for each NIMAS fileset

· All of the images included within a work must be provided in a folder and placeholders entered in the relevant XML document indicating their location (all images must be included)

· Images must be SVG, PNG, or JPG format

· Images should be rendered in the same size/proportion as their originals at 300 dpi. Images should be named with relative path filenames in XML files

· Images must have alt text placeholders

· NIMAS-conformant content must be valid to the NIMAS 1.1 [DAISY2005 or subsequent revisions]

· All content of a work must be included in the NIMAS XML source file, including page numbers (whether or not page numbers are or will be displayed)

· Files are required to use tags from the Baseline Element Set when such tags are appropriate

· For the purposes of NIMAS, appropriate usage of elements ... is defined by the DAISY SG

· A publication must include a package file conforming to the NIMAS [metadata file]

· A NIMAS package file must be a valid XML OeBPS 1.2 package file instance
· The NIMAS package file must include the following Dublin Core (dc:) metadata:
· dc:Title

· dc:Creator (if applicable)

· dc:Publisher

· dc:Date (Date of NIMAS-compliant file creation—yyyy-mm-dd)

· dc:Format (=‘‘NIMAS 1.1’’)

· dc:Identifier (a unique identifier for the NIMAS-compliant digital publication, e.g., print ISBN + ‘‘-NIMAS’’—exact format to be determined)

· dc:Language (one instance, or multiple in the case of a foreign language textbook, etc.)

· dc:Rights (details to be determined)

· dc:Source (ISBN of print version of textbook)
· And the following x-metadata items:
· nimas-SourceEdition (the edition of the print textbook)

· nimas-SourceDate (date of publication of the print textbook)
· A final determination [of] ... specific metadata elements to use [are being] clarified in practice

· The package manifest must list all provided files (text, images, etc.)

· NIMAS-compliant digital text should be provided as a single document [the main content file—XML source file—should be one single file]
